Meeting Location:

The presentations will begin at 9am on Wednesday Oct. 11th, and Thursday October 12th at the Theatre, in the Bonne Bay Marine Station (Memorial University), Norris Point, Newfoundland and Labrador.

Directions: 

To get to Norris Point, exit the trans Canada Highway onto route 430 at Deer Lake and head for Gros Morn National Park (follow the beaver). The exit to Norris Point is approximately 63 km north of Deer Lake. The Bonne Bay Marine Station is a large green building located at the end of the main road in Norris Point.  

Presentations:

A schedule will be posted once finalized. Presentations will be 15 minutes in length, with 5 minutes extra for questions. Posters will be displayed at the Marine Centre. Please put your Microsoft PowerPoint presentation on a compact disk or USB memory stick and give it to one of the meeting organizers before 9am or 1:00pm the day of your presentation (depending on the session in which you present). Presenters using slides or overheads need to inform us well in advance.

An award of $100 is given to the best student presentation.

Registration:

The registration cost will be $35 for non-students, and $20 for students. A membership to ASFWB is included in the registration fee. Registration will occur at the icebreaker on Tuesday night (Oct. 10th) at the Cat Stop (a blue building across the road from the Bonne Bay Marine Station) from 7-10pm. Participants may also register during the meeting. 

The registration fee includes coffee breaks, refreshments and lunch on Wednesday and Thursday (soup and sandwiches).  

Banquet:

The annual banquet will be held on Wednesday night (October 11th) at the Old Loft Restaurant in Woody Point, a community across the bay from Norris Point. People attending the banquet will be travelling from Norris Point to Woody Point via water taxi. The taxi will leave at 6:30pm Newfoundland time and will offer participants an opportunity to experience the beauty of Bonne Bay first hand, with the potential of observing some interesting marine wildlife! Don’t miss this great opportunity!! The banquet will cost $40, which includes water taxi transport to and from Woody Point. The banquet will be from 7-10pm, since we need to catch the “taxi” back. You must purchase tickets during registration.

A Silent Auction will be held during the banquet in order to raise funds supporting the Scholarship program. Please bring to the banquet any items you believe people would like to bid on. This event is a lot of fun and we usually raise a considerable amount each year.
